North Star Chapter History.

Lesson Number 1: The North Star Chapter and The Northland
Wheel Chapter started out known as the Midwest Region of the
Studebakers Driver's Club. The initial meeting held February 10,
1968. Dues were established at $4 per membership, which was to
cover the cost of postage for 8 newsletters per year. At the time
postage for each five double sided page newsletter was 6 cents.
Dues for the National SDC were $6.

The local newsletter apparently took on the title of the North Star
Wheel with volume 2, issue 7 around the end of 1969. (They weren't
big on dating materials back then.) In 1974, members of the
Midwest Region split into the North Star Chapter (southern
Minnesota) and the Northland Wheels Chapter (northern Minnesota).
The North Star Wheel has continued to be the newsletter of both
chapters. This information compiled from newsletters donated to
the North Star Library by Keith Rust.
