Museum opening con't. . . .

We were entertained by some very excellent TV commercials such
as Mr. Ed. along with actors performing skits through the various
time periods of the Studebaker Corporation. Outstanding!! This
whole event took place on the 3rd. floor so it was necessary to
move out all the display vehicles for the evening gala, then early
Saturday morning the museum folks had to bring the vehicles back
in through the freight elevator and set up the display, which is one
humongous task.

The museum it self, without any vehicles is an outstanding
structure. | certainly expected a first class structure but it was
beyond my imagination. This building has three magnificent floors.
The lower floor houses vehicles which are awaiting their turn to be
displayed on the two upper floors. However, they really are on
display in a fashion of their own. They are nested in two-level hoists
or lifts and labeled for viewing. An excellent idea allowing for vehicle
rotation so visitors will be able to view many different vehicles if
they attend several times a year.

Let me tell you a little about the museum itself. The museum traces
it roots to the 1880’s when Clement Studebaker acquired the Lincoln
and Lafayette carriages. The Studebaker Corporation would
continue to collect and display vehicles until the automobile
production ended in 1966. After the production ceased the
Collection was given to the City of South Bend. Today this fine
collection has finally found its permanent resting place. The
Galleries present the complete Studebaker story beginning with the
families arrival in America and continuing until 1966. Exhibits are on
three floors with artifacts illustrating their history. The exhibits
start with the blacksmith shop and show the growth to where
Studebaker was the worlds largest manufacturer of wagons and
buggies. The gallery here takes you through to the 20th century and
closes with the great depression. The upper floor begins with
Studebaker emerging from bankruptcy, showing some of the
company’s most breathtaking automobiles. One is also treated to
Studebakers defense production role from both World Wars in the
lower level.

Our Chapter members should be pleased to known that in the Grand
Opening Gala “Souvenir Booklet” the North Star Chapter was listed
as a Campaign Donor in the $2,500 - $9,9999 category and at a later
date we will be honored in the Club Room on a plaque. The
Studebaker National Museum with be hosting the 2007 International
Meet and inviting all Studebaker, Avanti and Packard owners to
attend and visit this magnificent museum.

Museum receives rare car. . . .

October 26, 2005 - Honeywell presented the Studebaker
National Museum with the keys to a one-of-a-kind automobile, called
the Bendix SWC In 1934, gasoline was 19-cents a gallon. That was
the same year the Bendix Company built a one-of-a-kind automobile
called the Bendix SWC. Honeywell presented the Studebaker
National Museum with the keys to the vintage machine.

With an estimated, $1 million price tag, it's quite the house-warming
gift for the new museum. Officials say the car was originally built to
show off the automotive technology of the Bendix Company.

"This car brought forward things like passenger ventilation, front
wheel drive," says Honeywell President and CEO, Adriane Brown.
"They had special cooling systems for the tires and there were
many, many innovations that were just well ahead of their time,

including its transmission systems. It was just really interesting to
see how so many innovations could be brought together on one
vehicle."

As part of the donation, Honeywell and the Studebaker National
Museum organized an educational program for 30 local school
students to teach them about automotive design engineering.

What about the old Studebaker
buildings? . . ..

From South Bend, IN - The new Studebaker National Museum
officially opened recently. City leaders gathered Sunday to
dedicate the new home of the museum. It's a new building designed
to honor the legacy of one of the companies that put South Bend on
the map.

However, what is happening to the old Studebaker buildings,
buildings that, for the most part, have outlived their usefulness?
One of the largest buildings, the former Allied Stamping Plant, is in
line to be demolished starting in less than two months. The building
was the main Studebaker assembly plant.

It is all part of a plan to slowly reclaim the Studebaker Corridor, but
the wheels of progress are turning very slowly for the corridor. The
last business moved out in 1999 leaving big, old, and unusable
buildings behind.

Andy Laurent, an Economic Development Specialist with the city of
South Bend, says, "It left South Bend with a scar on its face."

Laurent adds, "They're massive. They were built with reinforced
concrete, steel, huge foundations. Part of the reasons the buildings
aren't usable anymore for industry is that they're multiple stories.
And that also makes them harder to tear down, more expensive to
tear down."

Bids to demolish the old stamping plant have come in at about $8
million. Officials predict it'll take some $33 million to tear down some
of the other Studebaker buildings.

Laurent explains,
"l think what the
city and the mayor would like to do is to turn that around and make
this an area that instead of being something we're trying to hide,
something we're ashamed of, to turn around and become an asset
for the community. So, as we start one new chapter with the new
museum we're ending the last chapter of another legacy that
Studebaker left in South Bend."

The stamping plant will be first to come down, but it won't be as
dramatic as the implosion of Mishawaka's Uniroyal Plant.

That's because there are too many homes nearby and blowing it up
would cost another $300,000. The stamping plant alone will take a
year-and-a-half to tear down.

As for plans for some of the other buildings, there are still about a
dozen buildings left. Some of them are farther north, closer to
downtown and may be able to be rehabbed for housing or
commercial use.

However, any project will take a lot of money and time. The project
initially started in 2000 and may take up to 15-years to complete.
