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This month we have a Studebaker Employee Spotlight - | met with M
Mike Johnson and his son, Tim, at our Memorial Day Show in Hugo,
and | picked Mike’s brain about his days working for a Studebaker
dealership. They were showing their beautiful G.T. Hawk at our
show.

In 1919, Mike's dad, Jack, (better known as Studebaker Jack)
started working as a floor sweeper for O.H. Grey’s Studebaker
Sales Company, located at 15th and Hennepin Ave. in Minneapolis.
He gradually worked his way up to sales. In the 1920s, O.H. Grey
then sold his company to four men: Mr. Rober as President, Ed
Taylor as Sales manager, John Travis as assistant salesman, and
Jim Angeles as shop foreman. 1934 was the year of the city-wide
mechanic strike so it was difficult to get any repairs done without
confrontation with the picket lines. The 1940s brought on job
discrimination problems, but this dealership ignored a person’s color
or nationality, so if you could do the job, you were hired.

In 1950, Rober sold his share to the other three partners. A couple

years down the road, Jim Angeles bought out the other two partners
and renamed the company “Angeles Studebaker.” Mike relayed to
me that Jim Angeles was an outstanding person to work for as he
considered his work force his family and wanted his employees to
enjoy working for him. Mike's dad, Jack, was the used car
department manager for Jim Angeles and Mike worked as a runner
and greaser from 1948 to 1952 for Studebaker Sales while attending
college. Jack and Mike and other family units were a good example
of the family oriented idea that Jim had. Some of the family units
were Walt Eckman (shop foreman) and brother Ed (electrician),
Gene Lingren (work order writer) and brother Walt (new car prep),
Jack Savage (tune-ups) and brother Bill (greaser), Fred Sefton and
son (body shop), Mr. Dahl and son (paint shop), Ed Brown (used car
preparation) and brother Buster (janitor), Jack Bergman (remarkable
parts person, knew where every part was stored), Jim Byrnes
(mechanic), Chuck Asleson and Al Peterson (parts), Mike Ball
(super mechanic), Jake Prim (promoted to mechanic). Jim gave
Mike Ball an automatic transmission manual and Mike started fixing
automatic transmissions from that time on.

Used cars were an excellent buy at Angeles Studebaker, and Ed
Brown was the reason as he was exceptional at preparing a used
car for sale. In 1952, Mike Johnson joined the Air Force. While in
the Air Force, he flew the A-26 airplanes until his discharge in 1956.
He began teaching in the school year 1958/1959 while selling
Studebakers part time for Angeles.

Mike’s last year with Angeles Studebaker was 1959. 1957 was a
great sales year for Angeles Studebaker, and 1958 was a poor year
but improved with the Mercedes merger. They had to sell 13 cars
per month to keep the doors open at Angeles Studebaker. 1959
was another good year for this dealership. In the early 60s, Mike's
dad, Jack, moved to Stephens Buick dealership. Mike and his dad
saw many Studebakers pass thru Angeles’ dealership.

| thank Mike and his son, Tim, for helping to make this interesting
story available to us. Thanks also from our North Star Club—Keep
on Studebakering!

His grandson then took
me to a booth which had a sealed book, which he pointed out was
the one. | purchased the book and we opened to the page he
indicated, and he pointed out his Grandfathers picture.

Richard M. Langworth. There on page 189 was a small tribute picture
with the caption, "WELL DONE GENTLEMEN?". Suddenly this book
was much more meaningful, for there was a picture of the man | had
been talking with on the bench.



| took the book back and asked if he would sign the page, and he
did. "Last living member of Dirty Dozen" Everett Henry 6/20/07.
These were the 12 men who closed down the plant after Studebaker
left South Bend. Mr. Henry is 101 years of age, still lives alone and
is very sharp and remembers his days at Studebaker. Needless to
say this was the highlight of the International meet for me. |
understand there were cars there and maybe even some hardware
was given out at the end of the week.

St. Cloud automobile venture
didn't Pan out. . . .

1919 Model A Pan Car
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If things had turned out differently for the ill-starred Pan Motor Co.,
St. Cloud might have become another Detroit and area roads might
be filled with Pan cars.

At least that's the opinion of Harry Grimley of the St. Cloud Antique
Auto Club, also called "the Pan Towners," who knows all about the
saga of Samuel Pandolfo and his motor car.

Grimley and another club member will accompany a 1919 Pan car to
Annandale on Saturday, June 30, where it will be part of Studebaker
Day at Minnesota Pioneer Park.

Up to 30 members of the North Star Chapter of the International



Studebaker Drivers Club will cruise down Main Street in their vintage
cars about 1 p.m., then display them at the Pioneer Village in the
park until 3:30. Studebaker Day has become a Pioneer Park
tradition in the last few years when classics like the bullet-nosed
cars of 1950 and '51, the Avanti and the Golden Hawk have put in
appearances.

Like the Studebaker, which hasn't been made for 41 years, the Pan
is an "orphan car," one whose manufacturer has gone out of
business, Grimley said. Pandolfo, an insurance man and promoter,
founded the Pan Motor Co. in St. Cloud in 1917, built a factory and
produced 747 cars.

He called the Pan the "feature
car of the future, queen of the
highway." Pandolfo even built
58 homes for employees in
what's still known as Pan Town,
and all but one of them are still
standing, Grimley said. But
Pandolfo was indicted and then
convicted in 1919 of federal
mail fraud over stock
prospectuses that had

promised quick and
spectacular returns on
investment, according to

"Wizard of Progress" by John
Dominik.

By 1922, the company was out
of business. "St. Cloud could
have become the Detroit of
Minnesota," Grimley said, if
Pandolfo's conviction hadn't
killed the company. "We could
all be driving Pan cars," he
said.

get nap." That was an innovation by Pandolfo, a traveling man who
knew what it was like to be caught between towns, he said.

Another Pandolfo idea featured in the car is an ice box for storing
food and drink. As a traveler, he was familiar with all the bad things
that could happen to you, Grimley said. Another compartment was
for storing extra gasoline, oil and water. "l don't think there's been
any other car that's ever been manufactured in Minnesota," he said.
