How a Horse Named Mister Ed Met a Car Named Studebaker.

Subject: How a Horse Named Mister Ed Met a Car Named Studebaker

Many of you have already noticed that Studebakers were often featured on that classic 1960's sitcom, "Mister
Ed". But you may not know that Studebaker's involvement went well beyond just sponsoring the show. In fact,
without Studebaker's help, the show might never have made it to air. (Note: To give credit where credit is due,
much of this information comes from the book, "The Famous Mister Ed", which was written by Nancy Nalven).

The story actually begins with Arthur Lubin, a film director who helped Universal Studios produce a very
profitable series of low-budget movies up through the mid-1950s, a series of films starring Francis the
Talking Mule.

By the late 1950s Mr. Lubin wanted to try out his luck with this same sort of idea on television. There is some
qguestion as to whether he first tried to get the television rights to Francis, but ultimately he purchased the
rights to another talking hoofer, a horse named Mister Ed, who had been featured in a series of magazine
short stories written by Walter Brooks in the 1930s and '40s.

So in 1958 Mr. Lubin teamed up with McCadden Productions (owned by comedian George Burns) to direct a
television pilot entitled "The Wonderful World of Wilbur Pope". Although the pilot was rejected by all three of
the networks, Arthur Lubin and others still believed in the basic concept. And a new partner even joined in, a
company named Filmways, which was already producing TV commercials and which now wanted to get into the
business of producing television programs.

In early 1960 Filmways learned that the newly reinvigorated Studebaker-Packard Corporation, which was still
basking in the glow of the sales success of its Studebaker Lark, was looking to sponsor a television show of its
very own (this followed a practice, begun on radio and continuing on television until the 1960's, of having
shows that were completely sponsored by, and even named after, a single sponsor, such as the "The Pat
Boone-Chevy Showroom" or, even better for the sponsor, "The Ford Show Starring Tennessee Ernie Ford").

A pitch was made to the Studebaker people, one which included bits of the 1958 pilot as well as the
announcement of a planned new cast, including Alan Young. Alan Young appeared in the presentation film,
having signed on to the Wilbur Pope/Post role (although he had reportedly first turned down the part). The
Studebaker folks said yes to "Mister Ed", much to the surprise of some in the business. Studebaker may well
have reasoned that a show with such obvious youngster appeal could draw in the young family types who
would consider buying a new Studebaker.

However, since the three networks had turned down the option of airing the show, this meant that there would
be no network paying out the standard broadcast-license fee which goes with airing a show, a payment often
crucial in helping a production company to cover a show's production costs. So Studebaker itself worked out
an agreement whereby, not only would it sponsor the show, but it and its dealers would actually chip in to help
finance the show's first-year production run of twenty-six episodes. So, for every Studebaker sold in 1960, the
dealers kicked in $25 for the show, and the corporation matched this with an additional $25, for a total of $50
per car sold. (I visited the Studebaker museum in the early 1990's and they had a small exhibit with some of
the show's documents. | remember that at least one of the documents must have been from early on, since on
it Wilbur's last name was still the "Pope" name from the magazine series and the pilot).

Production of the "Mister Ed" series began in October of 1960, with its premiere slated for early 1961. But
since no network had picked up the TV show for national broadcast, the show was instead aired on a first-run
syndication basis. This basically meant going out and convincing one TV station in each city to take a weekly
delivery of a half-hour "Mister Ed" film (with the national Studebaker commercials already included), and
running this reel somewhere on its weekly schedule.
